This bus was supplied new to Western National/RBYa¢. Transferred to
Newquay in 1969. It later worked in the London Coyrarea, Stoke on Trent,
and Liverpool. Now in Nottinghamshire

1969 Bedford J2 Embassy MVE 400H
Originally a hospital bus used for recuperativesgatrips this bus is being
lovingly restored and is based in Cambridgshire.

1973 Bristol RELL6G ~ YFM283L

This bus has a Gardner engine and Eastern Coact\wody. It was
originally operated by Crosville Motor Servicesiufi988. It is now based in
Northamptonshire

1979 Leyland Leopard Duple Dominant 2 EAP937V

Used by Southdown for the National Express LonadoBrighton route until
1987. Since owned by a several private operatarge@tly in preservation in
Norfolk.

1980 Leyland PSU 3 Duple Dominant EXI6301

Delivered new to Excelsior of Dinnington this codws had a variety of
operators. It has been operated by Transit Exnesgel of Nottingham since
2000 and is still in service.

This bus, converted to a mobile home is a frequisitbr to Glastonbury and
was used by the “Make Poverty History” campaigi&dinburg in 2005. It has
traveled from Lincolnshire.

1964 Daimler CVG6 BNH 250C
An ex Northampton Corporation double-decker witAaadner engine and
Roe body. This bus is still preserved in Northampture.

1964 AEC RM 2213

One of the last 27'6” Routemasters, worked fromkth@y garage on Route 6
until 1998, still has all the original features fbis type of bus. Re-paneled
and repainted by the Lancastrian Transport Trustikshops in April 2007

1965 Bristol MW DNU20C
Beautifully preserved ex-Midland General coach, #8661 Derbyshire.

1965 Bristol Lodekka FLF JAH552D
Ex Eastern Counties FLF now converted to open hopcavned by
Stagecoach, probably one of the oldest working bustheir fleet.

1965 RML 2391 JJD391D

This is the “stretch” version of the Routemastan.eéxtra section increased
the length to 30 feet and allowed an extra roneats upstairs and downstairs,
increasing the seating capacity to 72. This busalssjust been re-paneled
and repainted expertly by the skilled coachbuil@dBlackpool's BusWorks.

1966 RML 2401 JJD401D

Another long version of the Routemaster, re-engimgkd a Cummins “C”
series engine. It has been preserved as it wadnaitim from service by
Arriva on Route 38 in 2005. It is now based in Ntkf

1967 RML 2644 NML644E
This Routemaster has an Iveco engine and is clyreased in
Cambridgeshire.

1949 AEC RT 2291 KGU320

There were about 7000 RT buses. The first was inull939 and the last came
out of service in 1979. This type of bus was ugetthé 1963 film Summer
Holiday. A beautifully preserved bus now preserire@ambridgeshire

1951 AECRF 4 LUC204

These buses were the first of London Transportspasirwar single deckers,
delivered in time to be used as coaches at thévgkest Britain. Later
versions were a little longer and didn’t have cdrgéass panels in the roof.

1953 AEC RT 4317 NLES891
Another well preserved example of the RT type

1954 Leyland PS2 CHG545

This single decker was originally built with a resntrance but was rebuilt in
1959 as a front-entranced bus for driver only ofi@man Burnley. It was only
withdrawn from service in 1997. The bus has travéem West Yorkshire

1957 AECRMC 4 CRL4

Prototype Routemaster coach was the only RM tauidelly Eastern
Coachworks. It has a door at the back and a hgfaedard of flooring and
seating than the standard RM. It was used on Loamtry Buses,
currently based in Bedfordshire.

1960 Bristol MW6G  617DDV
This beautiful Southern national Royal Blue Coaphkrated in the South and
South West of England restored to original conditiath fleet number 2250.

1960 AEC RM 471 KVS601

Original AEC engine. In service in London for 2Gaye before being sold to
Kelvin Scottish, Glasgow where it worked until 19@@ter a short spell
working for Frontline in Birmingham, it is now bake Cambridgeshire.

1961 AEC RM 737 WLT737
Worked from London’s Putney, Muswell Hill and Legitgarages, withdrawn
from service in 1983. Owned by the RM 737 Grouputkinghamshire.
